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This Is Your Temple! 
 

Last month my editorial discussed what motivates me as a volunteer and asked you to consider 

volunteering for a Board position in the upcoming annual elections.  Since the last Shofar, the 

Nominating Committee has been announced.  My objective was to make you aware of the opportu-

nities and the needs of being a Temple Board member and suggested talking to one of the 13 ex-

isting Board members and also come to a Board meeting — the next one is Feb. 9 — to gain some 

familiarity with the workings of the Board.   

 

But if you don’t want to be on the Board, there are also other opportunities to contribute to the fu-

ture growth of the Temple. There are ten standing committees listed in the Bylaws and each one 

has room for additional participants. For example, one committee listed in each Shofar is the Care 

Committee.  There are 22 people currently on this committee who provide services to members in 

need.  

 

There are other committees — e.g. Ritual, Adult Education, House, and Outreach — that offer oppor-

tunities to support the Temple and our community.  (The full list of committees and their responsi-

bilities are in the Bylaws.)  The leadership for these committees is listed on the page “How To 

Reach Us.”  You can contact them to learn more about what they do and how you might be of ser-

vice.   (If you look at the list, you might also notice that there is an opening for Adult Education 

Chair.) 

 

There other ways you can volunteer as well.  While I generate the monthly Yahrzeit letters, Hank 

and Marsha Druckerman do the “heavy lifting” by printing, stuffing envelopes (80 to 100+ per 

month), and mailing the letters and all told, they spend about two hours each month.   Marilyn 

Weinstein helps with a final edit of the Shofar and spends about two hours each month.   

 

Why should you consider volunteering?  This is your Temple!  The Temple does not pay for all the 

services provided to our members and the community.  Without volunteers, those services would 

not continue at the levels that currently exist. 

 

So whether a Board seat, a committee position, or another opportunity, consider volunteering.

In the book of Exodus, which we began reading at our most recent time together, 

we began the story of the events that made us a nation from a disparate group of 

individuals. We began as seventy members of one family, with one great Patriarch, 

and became, by the end of Exodus, so strong that the greatest political figure of his 

day, the mighty Pharaoh of Egypt, feared us as a threat to his country and leader-

ship.  By the end of the book, our great leader, teacher, and role model, Moses, 

leads a now huge and diverse group of former slave families to a new land becom-

ing not a huge gathering of individuals, but through the dramatic and unifying mo-

ments of Exodus, a great and united people. While not as dramatic, the Temple 

Oseh Shalom experience is similar—a large group of diverse people from many 

states and religious backgrounds, into dramatic and unifying moments, into a great 

and united congregation.

February is a month of both secular and religious holidays.  Although Valen-

tine’s Day is not our holiday, we nationally remember to honor those we 

love—our sweethearts, spouses, children, grandchildren, etc.  We also re-

member and honor all our Presidents during this month with a National Holi-

day.   Let us not forget to remember the one Jewish holiday that occurs on 

February 11--Tu B’Shevat--also known as the “new year” for trees.  It is at 

this time of the year that trees begin to bloom in Israel.  We celebrate by eat-

ing the fruit of Israeli trees such as olives, figs, dates, nuts, etc.  Some en-

gage in a Tu B’Shevat Seder.  Others plant trees in Israel.  Temple Oseh Sha-

lom traditionally plants a tree in Saul’s Cemetery where our loved ones are 

interred. 

 

Right now the TOS Ritual Committee is planning for one of our most serious 

days of remembrance — Yom HaShoah.  We remember and mourn all those 

Jews and non-Jews who died as a result of the Holocaust. This holiday will be 

remembered with a moving and meaningful Shabbat service/program on 

April 21 and an educational program on Saturday April 22 concerning the 

Righteous Among The Nations (Righteous Gentiles).  Rabbi Ron Symons will 

be our Rabbi for the weekend.   

 

On the actual date of the Holiday, Monday, April 24, we will be asking our 

congregants to light a special yellow memorial Yahrzeit candle in memory of 

the six million Jews who perished.  The yellow wax reminds us of the yellow 

bands that Jews were forced to wear during the Nazi Regime. These candles 

will be given to congregants at the Friday service.  

 

As you already know, many gentiles rescued and saved Jews from the atroci-

ties of the Nazis.  (Think Schindler’s List.)  These Righteous Among the Na-

tions are honored at Yad Vashem and represent 26,120 Gentiles from 51 

nations.   You’ll be hearing about many of them on April 22.  A forthcoming 

movie will highlight the story of Antonina and Jan Zabinska who rescued 300 

adults and children from the Warsaw Ghetto and hid them in their zoo and 

villa.  Their story was told in The Zoo Keeper’s Wife, a nonfiction book by Di-

ane Ackerman.  A movie based on the book will be released this spring.  I 

encourage you to read the book and/or see the movie.  It is a moving story 

of a very courageous couple, On September 21, 1965, they were recognized 

as Righteous Among the Nations.
